How to Save a Document – Permanent URL

1. Find a picture or document to which you want to link.

2. You will find the persistent link in one of two places:

a. At the bottom of the page telling about the image, there MAY be a heading that says DIGITAL ID. Highlight and copy everything starting with http. For example . . .  the characters that are underlined.

b. Go to the toolbar at the top of the page and click on View. Release on Page Source. You will get something that looks like this:

How to Make a Hyperlink in Word

1. Copy the permanent URL you want.

2. At the top bar of your Word document, select Insert and release on Hyperlink.

3. Paste the link in the space after Link to.
4. If you want to name the link (instead of having the URL), type what you want in Display: for example, Sod House. 
5. As you can see, it will make them hyperlinked.
